Start Here: $Cope 360™ Quick Guide
$COPE 360 helps users explore the total cost of schizophrenia through three views of the data: National Scope, State Scope, and System Scope. National Scope shows direct and indirect costs at the national level, State Scope compares state data by selecting a primary state and a compare-with state, and System Scope lets users view cost data by selecting a state, a system, and an optional subsystem. Use this quick guide to help users move through each scope, review values, and export visuals.

Open: National Scope

Step 4: Export Data Visualizations
Use: Export data in charts, graphs, and maps
